Good morning, Mary Kay. We recently negotiated terms for spreading load. Effective this year, contract faculty may apply up to 3 LHE assigned for winter intersession to fall semester load and/or up to 6 LHE assigned to winter intersession to spring semester load. I have found that practices vary from college to college, with Riverside as the most liberal, allowing faculty to spread load year-round, without limitations. Financial aid and athletic eligibility are tied to the spring semester, and we overlap registration for winter intersession and spring. John Nixon.
